Treasurer’s Report for November 12, 2013 (as of Nov. 6, 2013)
Page 1 – 2013 Budget:

This page has been expanded to display and summarize the additional monies raised during September and October from three sources: the Galifianakis Wine Tasting event, the Carter Yard Sale, and the DHCA donation.  These amounts, which total $2,328.42, are listed in italics near the top of the page, just below the “2013 Budget” income numbers. They are also displayed within the appropriate committee budgets.

In addition, a new column entitled “Committed” has been added to in order to indicate expected funds outlays - that is, funds which have been budgeted but not yet expended.  This addition allows the “Balance” column to anticipate surpluses and deficits for the year.

Due to the $525 shortfall in the amount budgeted for the grounds maintenance contract, the Treasurer recommends either: (1) that a PGC Board member immediately contact the contractor to cancel the final three events; or (2) the PCB Board votes to allocate $525 from the special fundraising monies to cover the remaining 2013 contractual obligation.
Page 2 – 2013 Transactions:

In order to more clearly show the allocation of the various expenses, this page has been re-formatted into three columns: the General Fund, the Park Committee fund, and Grounds Maintenance.  

Beginning with the September entries, this page lists the income from the special fundraising events and the 2014 membership dues and additional contributions to PGC.

Page 3 – SFC and Reserves:

No formatting changes have been made to these pages.
Page 4 – 2014 Membership Dues:

To date, the PGC has received $4,360.16 for membership dues and additional donations.  This represents 92% of our targeted income for 2014 operations. 

Due to a smaller budget for grounds maintenance in 2014, the Treasurer recommends that a PGC Board member contact the contractor in order to ascertain its 2014 unit prices for an initial cleanup and for monthly mowing & blowing events.
